These next 5 pie charts depict agency participant races in the 5 largest CMHF contracts in year 2021: �For Cornerstones of Care’s 240 participants, Black or African American and White comprised the highest 2 races of participants, each with 40%, Hispanic or Latino and Multi-Racial each came at 8%, 3% of participants Refused to disclose, and 1 Pacific Islander. 
For Burrell’s 3,706 participants, formerly known as CMHS, 66% were white, 15% Refused to disclose, 8% were Black or African American, 7% were multi-racial, 2% were Hispanic or Latino, 1% was Asian or Pacific Islander, and 1% fell in the Other category.

For University Health’s 509 participants, 44% were white, 41% were Black or African American, 12% were multi-racial, 2% Refused to disclose, and 1% was Asian or pacific islander.
For ReDiscover’s 2,929 participants,, 65% were white, 24% were Black of African American, 6% were in the Other category, 4% were in the Unknown category, 1% was Asian or Pacific Islander, and the remaining percentage was in Hispanic or Latino and multi-racial.

This graph depicts participant races by the four CMHF grant categories: Safety Net, Children & Family, Domestic slash Sexual Violence, and Special Populations which is comprised of Consumer Services, Education and Vocation, and Forensic Services.�Of Safety Net’s 13,128 participants, 50% were white, 32% were Black of African American, 5% Hispanic or Latino, 7% Refused, 3% multi-racial, and 2% in the other category.�Of Children and Family’s 1,452 participants, 47% were Black or African American participants, 39% were white, 6% were Hispanic or Latino, less than 1% refused, 6% were multi-racial, and less than 1% fell in the other category.�Of Domestic slash Sexual Violence’s 1,050 participants, 50% were white, 32% were Black or African American, 5% were Hispanic of Latino, less than 1% refused, and 12% were multi-racial.�Of Special Population’s 1,894 participants, 61% were Black or African American, 24% were white, Hispanic or Latino, Refused, and Multiracial were all less than 1%, and 10% were in the Other category. �There was a total of 18,204 participants across all grant categories in year 2021.�

This graph depicts each participant’s gender by each of the four grant categories: �In Safety Net, 56% of participants were female, 43% male, 44 participants were transgender, and 14 participants fell in the Other category. 
In Children and Family, 66% were female, 33% male, and 3 participants were transgender.�In Domestic slash Sexual Violence, 84% were female, 14% male, 9 participants were transgender, and 12 participants were in the Other category.   �In Special Populations, 50% were female, 49% male, and 2 participants were transgender.

Within Safety Net, 48% of participants were insured, 47% were not insured, and 5%’s insurance status was unknown. �Within Children and Family, 65% were insured, 34% were not insured, and 15 participant’s insurance status was unknown. �Within Domestic and Sexual Violence, 52% were insured and 48% were not insured.�Within Special Populations, 23% were insured, less than 1% was not insured, and 71% of participants' insurance status was unknown.
